
About St George’s Church
This Grade I listed building is famous for its 
superb 15th century architecture.  The splendid 
tower is a landmark in the village and both porch 
and clerestory are decorated with beautiful ßint 
ßushwork.  The interior is crowned by a glorious 
double-hammerbeam roof, one of the Þnest in 
England.

The church was built by our ancestors to glorify 
God and remains a beacon of Christian witness 
and a place of beauty for all to enjoy.  Local 
people have worked hard since the 1980s, raising 
money to complete repairs to the tower and the 
hammerbeam roof.

Now it is time to carry out urgent repairs to the 
stonework of the windows and parapets and to 
repair erosion to the ßint ßushwork.

How you can help
The Church is well loved and open daily.  It is used 
regularly for worship and occasionally for other 
events.  But Great Bromley is a small village and 
the congregation of St GeorgeÕs struggles to cope 
with basic running costs.  So for repairs, we need 
help from other residents, friends and supporters.

St GeorgeÕs has a separate fund and bank account, 
called the ÒRepair FundÓ and this is a restricted 
fund used only for repairs and maintenance of the 
building.
